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How to validating your HTML pages 

If you are writing HTML code for the DIL/NetPC ADNP/9200 web server, please make sure that 
the HTML is well-formed. Browsers are very tolerant of flawed and incomplete HTML. But there is 
no guarantee that the browser output is OK if you produce flawed HTML pages.  
 
Please use the W3C (World Wide Web Consortium) validator service to check your HTML. Then 
download the HTML to the DIL/NetPC web server. 

 
• 1. Step: Visit http://validator.w3.org with your PC web browser. Then select the Validate by 

Direct Input card and copy and paste your HTML code to the input window and press Check.

• 2. Step: The W3C markup validaton service checks your HTML and opens a result window. If 
there are any errors please fix your HTML and try again.
